Turnaround time (TAT) reflects the coordination of an inter-
connected system:

 Data normalization and intake intelligence
» Jurisdiction routing logic

* Automation orchestration

» VVendor and court channel strategy

» Exception detection timing

» Compliance gating and audit architecture
* Client communication design

When these components evolve reactively, variability is in-
evitable. When they are architected intentionally, variability
becomes manageable.

The Next Frontier: Intelligent Orchestration
